Expand the coverage of your existing Radio System Network with BeOn, a P25 Radio Interoperability using LTE and 3G cellular networks. The Department of Homeland Security announced over $2.1 billion in Preparedness Grant Programs for Fiscal Year 2011.  The Homeland Security Grant Program awarded over $1.5 billion to the states, territories and tribal regions. Critical Infrastructure Grants totaled more than $470 million and the Assistance to Firefighters Grants was funded at $380.7 million.  In addition, the Department of Justice funded over $350 million in Justice Assistance Grants law enforcement projects while the Department of Health and Human Services announced $1 billion in health care grants. National Weather Service (NWS) – Tools for Emergency Management
This workshop will focus on NWS Storm Surveys and how to correctly interpret what caused the damage (e.g. tornado vs. downburst wind) and to document hazard weather events in your jurisdiction.  There will be a live demonstration of the new NWS Damage Assessment Tool Viewer to view real time storm surveys and to view past events.  Another valuable tool is the Sea Lake and Overland Surges from Hurricanes (SLOSH) Program. Correct interpretation of the NWS SLOSH Program allows emergency managers to make better decisions when a storm surge threatens. This tool can be easily misused due to the nature of datum (e.g. reference levels and the model grid size.  Hear why you cannot use this tool to forecast how much water will be in your home.
