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Mr. Weston is typically described as the “spirit and conscience” of any organization that he has been a part of, and has been creating and directing programs across the expanse of human services for the past thirty years.   His accomplishments have been varied and diverse.  He has been responsible for piloting a statewide initiative to enhance the quality of care in Florida nursing homes by expanding community involvement.  He has created and directed numerous community-based initiatives, and is the former and founding Director of Disaster Planning and Operations for the state’s Department of Elder Affairs.  He recently served as a Disaster Consultant to the U.S. Administration on Aging and in that capacity has been tasked by the Department of Homeland Security as the Federal Coordinating Officer over many recent presidential declared disasters.

Mr. Weston is recognized as one of the nation’s experts on functional needs populations.  He has chaired the Disaster Services Committee for the American National Red Cross, has served on the Statewide Human Research Subject Review Board and has made numerous presentations at the national and international level.  He holds a Master of Science Degree in Human Services and is constantly utilized as a consultant and educator.
